		Test Plan
The solution we chose for our client, AWS, is the content management system Expression Engine which requires only basic testing for functionality.  As a supplement to the Expression Engine, CiviCRM will be used for the donation module, as simple commerce module which does not offer the complexity AWS needs for its donation function.

Testing Results

Currently, we have tested the functionality and ease-of-use of the Calendar Module. Through our testing of this module, we found the Calendar Module provided the expected results and was deemed functional.

We also tested the Web Flow of the Austin Waldorf School homepage on its website, and found that the Web Flow provided the expected test results and was deemed functional.

Future Plans

After installing Expression Engine and CiviCRM on our client’s cutover host environment (SiteGround), we will test all the selected modules to assure complete installation has occurred.  We will then test each module’s functionality and ease-of-use. These modules include:

· Expression Engine - Calendar, Login, Gallery, Form Creation
· CiviCRM - Donation 

For Expression Engine as a complete system, we will test the basic functions of creating/editing a page, and login/registration for users (internal and external) from an administrative perspective.  

We will continue to test the selected site modules as they are added, as well as the visual aesthetic of each page as we are migrating content from the previous AWS site. Because our team is using packaged software and did not have to create the code behind the applications, our testing will be focused primarily on the basic functionality of each module.  UPOD will provide our client with a QRG of Expression Engine user guides pulled from the Expression Engine Help Wiki that will the activities that site administrators perform the most. This will help AWS with any future testing, upgrades, or adjustments. 

During the Final Construction phase of our system’s development, each module will be thoroughly tested for any major defects. A comprehensive review of every page of the new site will also be conducted before the May 1st go-live date to ensure that there are no obvious formatting mistakes. The two weeks following that date will be dedicated to additional format tweaking, training, and user documentation, as well as any “quick win” modules that can be added. We will of course test any additional modules thoroughly before release, because by that time the new site will already be up and available to the public.
